The 337 Cabernet exhibits enticing
aromas of toffee, blackberry and cur-
rant. Balanced tannins underscore core
flavors with a hint of roasted coffee
beans and black pepper

Tomero Malbec $32

This Argentinean Malbec possesses
strong flavors of intense licorice,
strong aromas of strawberry, but bal-
anced in the mouth with fresh, creamy,
delicate sweetness

Tomero Torrontes  $30
On the nose the wine is quite aromatic,
with notes of bright yellow fruits and
hints of jasmine. Somehow this wine
manages to be full-bodied, somewhat
vicious and zippy at the same time.
There are flavors of tangy yellow
plums, with a bit of minerality
